indoor and outdoor units are not pulled too tight when installing 
the air conditioner.
 xUse standard circuit breaker and fuse that conform to the rating of 
the air conditioner.
 xDo not input air or gas into the system except with the specific 
refrigerant.
 xUse non-flammable gas (nitrogen) to check for leak and to purge 
air; using compressed air or flammable gas may cause fire or 
explosion.
 xThe indoor/outdoor wiring connections must be secured tightly, 
and the cable should be routed properly so that there is no force 
pulling the cable from the connection terminals. Improper or loose 
connections can cause heat generation or fire.
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 xInstall dedicated electric outlet and circuit breaker before using the 
air conditioner.
